C ropped and raked the grass around the 

Bells Monument. Later on, the students split up in several brigades, which kicked ðoff with 

cleaning the surrounding park and worked their way down to the nearby picnic space. The 

drizzle and the unfavorable weather could not stop the enthusiastic garbage -pickers and for 

less than 2 hours the entire area was transformed into a cleaner and greener recreation field . 

All the time, the young volu nteers were entirely supported by their teachers and school 

director, who also took active part in the area cleaning.  

On completing the task, the AAS Director Mr Leahy congratulated the students for the good 

job. òWhat you did today is a perfect example of the òthink globally, act locallyó principle. A 

lot of people are concerned for the environmental changes and the pollution, yet really 

acting upon these concerns is what counts. Spending one hour every week doing 

community service can make a lot of differ enceó, Mr Leahy concluded.
