The school has a huge and 

bright gym now ð not only 

spacious, but also providing 

natural light through its unique 

sky-light structure on the roof. 

Most of the classrooms on the 

second floor pro-vide extra 

natural light through the roof 

during the entire school day. 

Rainwater and underground 

water are captured and 

drained into a retention pond. 

The water from the retention 

pond will be used for watering 

the playgrounds. Mr. Eric Larson, 

Director of AAS, hopes to 

develop the pond into 

environmental center in the 

near future.  

 

Next to the retention pond, 

there is a regulation size soccer field, which will be ready for use next spring. There 

are also new tennis courts situated near the pond. The lower school playground 

facility offers the children a rich variety of opportunities to play.  

 

Sixteen solar panels preheat water, allowing constant provision of hot water for the 

children. The basement ceiling is exposed so the students are able to see the water 

pipes and the construction of the building. Every detail is planned to be used for the 

sake of education.  

 

Another accent of the building is the great new library ð a large 300 sq. m space, 

situated in the front part of the campus. The new Library offers children much more 

space to read, a separate center for students and parents on a mezzanine, and a 

small conference room for video watching.  

 

Surrounded by a ring of mountains and stunning views, with devoted teachers, 

utilizing the best international education practices, AAS is ready to take a leading 

role in the advancement of education in Bulgaria. As an international school AAS 

intends to support the Bulgarian education sys-tem in its efforts to meet the 

educational standards of the expanding European Union.
