The inifiative for the construction of the new building comes from the Board of
Directors and dates back from 2001. The new campus is located on about 70
000 m2 of land with beautiful view of Vitosha Mountain. The capacity of the
8.300 m2 school will be 400 students & Pre-school through Grade 12..

The new building will feature contemporary classrooms with every modern
convenience for the students and faculty. The building has an original design
consisting of a central administrative part. Radiating out from the cenfral
administrative offices are the elementary school building, the high school
building and the gym.

The design of the building skillfully combines modernity with the Bulgarian
national architecture. The roof imitates old Bulgarian roofs, the outside colors
have been borrowed from the color




schemes of the Bulgarian
Renaissance houses.  The
building complies with
environmentally safe building
requirements. The accentis on
natural materials 8 wood and
stone, special attention s
given to planting grass in the
whole region.

There will be special collectors
for rainfall, with fransparent
construction that will allow
students to observe the overall
process of the water cycle.

standard size soccer field,
tennis courts, and a gym. At a later stage, it hopes to build its own theater and @
swimming pool.

The project designer is Hilers & USA, who have an extensive international
experience in the construction industry. The International School in Budapest is
also one of their projects. The co-designer is the firm ADA & Bulgaria. The
construction will be completed by August 2006.

The Anglo-American school was created in Sofia in 1967 with the support of the
United States Embassy and the British Embassy to offer elementary education in
English language. The school presently enrolls 172 students from 33 different
countries, including Bulgaria. The educational institution is formally accredited
by The New England Association of Schools & Colleges and European Council of
International Schools.
