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If your family is thinking about a move from Bulgaria you need to be 

thinking about all of those little problems that transitions may cause.   

School records are a part of this transition as well.  It is important that you 

complete the process at AAS for the correct and official transfer of your 

childõs school records from AAS to the next school.  Here are some things 

to think about:  

 

Have you notified AAS in writing that you are planning to leave?  

This letter should be sent to the school counselor, the Registrar, the 

teacher or the Director.  

Have you searched your home for school materials that need to be 

returned?  Be careful not to pack books belonging to AAS.  

Students are responsible for accounting for all school materials 

before official school records can be released.  

Have you notified the counselor about the school your child will be 

attending next year so that we can prepare official records to be 

mailed?  All school records should be mailed directly from one 

school to the next.  In this way the records are accepted as official 

reports for your child. A correct new school address and any 

important contact name would be of great assistance.  

If the school requires any teacher references, have you asked your 

child to approach teachers with the correct forms in hand?  

References will be collected by the school counselor to be sent as 

part of the official records.  

If you need assistance with regard to records over the summer do 

not worry.  Our Registrar, Mrs. Dola Kay will be here to field your 

requests, and has access to all student records.  

If you are uncertain about schooling at this time, also not a worry.  

We open for business in mid -August, and can easily send official 

records to a school for your child at that time.  

 

As with every challenge in life, the more positive your family approaches 

the change the more positive the eventual outcome.  A final thought 

from this counselor who will also be making some transitions in his life; 

please remember that sometimes people are measured not by the 

largest brain, but by the largest heart.
