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CONGRATULATIONS TO OUR SENIORS ARE IN ORDER!   

Our nine IB2 students took their Diploma examinations from May 4th through 

May 24th.   There were a total of 34 different examinations, some lasting as long 

as 2h30m!   The whole process went without a glitch, and all examinations have 

been received by the IB -designated external examiners.   Our examinations 

went out to Australia, Austria, Belgium, Canada, Cyprus, France, Germany, 

Portugal, Netherlands, New Zealand, Turkey, the United Kingdom, and the 

United States: this a phenomenal testimonial to the internationalism of the IB 

Diploma Program. Final IB results will be available to students on July 6th.  

 

IB1 update:   by now, most of our IB1 students have completed their 100 hours of 

CAS goal for this year, and are working on the drafting of their extended 

essay.  Their chosen topics are varied and quiet interesting!   Just to cite a few 

examples, we have a Math student researching òUnder what circumstances 

should a player at Farkle continue rolling the dice?ó, a History student working 

on òTo what extend do conceptions of nationality change in war time with 

specific reference to Vyborg in the Finnish Winter War?ó, and an Art student 

working on òHow is mannerism achieved in Glenn Brownõs work?ó   

Final exams are right around the corner, and students know it is not too early to 

start preparing; many of these exams will be comprehensive and therefore 

include material from the beginning of the year.  

IB1 students are also preparing for their English Orals, a 10 -15-minute oral 

presentation based on class works such as Black Rain by Ibuse Masuji, and The 

Things They Carried by Tim O'Brien.   These IB orals, part of their IB internal 

assessment,  will take place from June 1 through June 8.

The AAS Library and Junior Achievement (JA) 

had a book sale on 25 th and the 26 th of May 

during lunchtime and after school in the 

lobby.
